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AWARE Committee Meets at Randolph EMC

n May 30,2002 the AWARE
Committee met at Randolph
EMC.AWARE is an acronym
that comes from “A Word
About Randolph Electric’To
explain how this support group got started,
you have to go back to the early days of our
cooperative. Looking back to the early
1950s, cooperatives like Randolph EMC had
been in existence for only 10-15 years, but
they were starting to grow. Those locations,
which had gone for many years without
electric service, were now starting to take
advantage of new “rural electric service.”
With this new service, however, came chal-
lenges. Challenges in the business world are
nothing new, but these challenges were
ones where member support made a big
difference. Little did anyone know how
vital a role these early support groups
would play. They would help defeat the
skepticism of the 1950s, that the rural elec-
tric cooperatives would “never amount to
anything”” In the 1960s, member support
was needed as cooperatives faced the elimi-
nation of the revolving fund used to fund
the construction of rural electric coopera-
tives systems. During the 1970s, this sup-
port saw the cooperatives through the oil
embargo and rising energy production
costs. They answered the rising question
“Could Randolph EMC and other electric
cooperatives survive in a competitive mar-
ket?” with a resounding,“YES!"The 1980s
brought the threats of takeovers and buy-
outs by larger, investor-owned utility com-
panies. The AWARE Committee and other
support groups were there to say,“NO, we
own our cooperative!”The 1990s began
with the rumblings of higher-priced energy
and then later the threats and discussions
concerning deregulation.Again, the ques-
tion of “How will the cooperatives survive
in this type of environment?” arose.

Today, as we begin the new century,
the events of September 11 have changed
the way we look at many things.

The AWARE Committee of today is a
continuation of an early group called the
“Minutemen” In the 1950s, it was called the
“Minutemen” because its members could
be*“...called upon in a minute’s notice for
help.” Today, the name has been changed to
the AWARE committee, but it is made up of
those same supportive people. Committee
members act as a sounding board for the
many areas within Randolph EMC’s service
territory where they live. If an area is expe-
riencing problems, an AWARE Committee
member from that same area might call
Randolph EMC to report it. Or if Randolph
EMC is considering building a new trans-
mission line, a new substation or doing a
circuit conversion, an ANWARE Committee
member might be called upon to guage the
response of members in their area to the
proposed plan.And just like in the old days,
if Randolph EMC is faced with a challenge,
the members of the AWARE Committee
might be called upon “in a minute’s notice
for help.”

Just as it might be interesting to show
those old “Minutemen” members the
growth of Randolph EMC’s system, it also
might be interesting to hear their com-
ments about the current problems facing
our cooperative. Whether they are called
Minutemen or AWARE Committee mem-
bers, one thing remains the same—they are
people that can still be called upon in a
“minute’s notice” and they are “aware” of
what’s happening in their communities.

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Dear Members,

What a difference a year makes. One year ago this month, as
we celebrated our nation’s birthday, we would never have
dreamed of the tragic events that would transpire on September
11,2001. Many of us were not around when Pearl Harbor was
attacked on December 7,1941. The events that transpired on
that faithful Tuesday in September, were the first time we had felt
the national insecurity brought about by freedom hating tyrants
attacking our country. America and the world changed forever.

Not all of these changes were bad.There were some bright
spots in the aftermath of September 11. A renewal of national
pride in our country and the determination that freedom would
shine through was evident by the American flags that flew so dis-
tinctly. It caused us to reflect upon our priorities, search our
souls and examine our personal lives to ensure that what really
matters—our God, our families, our vocations, our leisure—had
its proper place.

The national freedom we enjoy today came at a price. Many
people paid the ultimate price of defending America with their
lives. Many others lost all they had because of their belief in free-
dom and democracy. Last year, my Sunday School teacher gave
me a copy of a newspaper article that described what happened
to some of the founding fathers that signed the Declaration of
Independence. In light of the special meaning this July 4 brings, |
wanted to share the words of the newspaper article with you
and remind all of us that our country was founded because of
the personal price paid by those that have gone before.

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were taken and poverty was his reward.

Vandals or soldiers looted the properties of Ellery, Hall,
Clymer, Walton, Gwinnet, Heyward, Rutledge and Middleton.

At the Battle of Yorktown, Thomas Nelson, Jr., noted that
the British General Cornwallis had taken over the Nelson home
for his headquarters. He quietly urged General Washington to
open fire. The home was destroyed and Nelson died bankrupt.

The home of Francis Lewis was destroyed. The enemy jaileq
his wife and she died within a few months.

John Hart was driven from the bedside of his dying wife.
Their 13 children fled for their lives. His fields and gristmill
were laid to waste. For more than a year, he lived in forests and
caves, returning home to find his wife dead and his children gone
He died shortly thereafter, heartbroken. Morris and Livingston
suffered similar fates.

Such were the stories and sacrifices of the American
Revolution. These were not wild-eyed, rabble-rousing ruffians.
They were soft-spoken men of means and education. They had
security, but they valued liberty more. Standing tall, straight and
unwavering, they pledged, Ofor the support of this Declaration,
with a firm reliance on the protection of divine Providence, we
mutually pledge to each other our Lives, our Fortunes and our
sacred Honor.O

They gave us a free and independent America. The history
books never tell us much of what happened in the Revolutionary
War. Wewere British subjects at that time and we fought against
our own government. Too often, we now take these liberties for
granted.
